About noon as I was approaching Damascus, suddenly a bright light from heaven flashed 
around me. I fell to the ground and heard a voice say to me, ‘Saul, Saul, why do you 
persecute Me?’ Who are You, Lord?’ I asked. 
‘I am Jesus of Nazareth, whom you are persecuting,’ He replied. My companions saw the 
light, but they could not understand the voice of the One speaking to me. Then I asked, 
‘What should I do, Lord?’ 
‘Get up and go into Damascus,’ He told me. ‘There you will be told all that you have been 
appointed to do.’

Teachings about Jesus: 

The god of this age has blinded the minds of unbelievers so they cannot see the light of 
the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God.

Teachings about Jesus: 

For you were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Walk as children of light, 
for the fruit of the light consists in all goodness, righteousness, and truth. Test and prove 
what pleases the Lord. 
Have no fellowship with the fruitless deeds of darkness, but rather expose them. For it is 
shameful even to mention what the disobedient do in secret. But everything exposed by 
the light becomes visible, for everything that is illuminated becomes a light itself.

Teachings about Jesus: 

And this is the message we have heard from Him and announce to you: God is light, and 
in Him there is no darkness at all. If we say we have fellowship with Him yet walk in the 
darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth. But if we walk in the light as He is in the 
light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us 
from all sin.
